The VistA-Legacy system is the software platform and hardware infrastructure (associated with clinical
operations) on which the VHA health care facilities operate their software applications and support for E-
Government initiatives. It includes the computer equipment associated with clinical operations and the
employees (approximately 2500 FTE) necessary to operate the system. VistA-Legacy is a client-server
system. It links the facility computer network to over 100 applications and databases. In 2006, the VistA-

Legacy system supported IT services across the VA organization which had a network of 21 Veterans
Integrated Service Networks (VISNs) that managed 155 medical centers, over 881 community based

outpatient clinics, 46 residential rehabilitation treatment programs, 135 nursing homes, 207
